 Notes for THOMAS JEFFERSON (JEFF) JONES: 

Thomas was the sixth child of eleven born to Seaborn Jones and Mary Adams. At age 67 Thomas Jefferson “Jeff”) was still in good health and doing heavy physical work. Concurrently he was working on a farm owned, by Coy Ham and driving a turpentine wagon for Luke Herring. The great flu epidemic came through Jackson County in 1916 and 1918. Thomas Jefferson was infected with the virus. On the morning of January 1st 1916 Eliza tried to wake him but he had died in his sleep. He was buried at Friendship Cemetery which is within sight of where he lived and worked.
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
